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Western Larch (Larix occidentalis)

DOMINANT SPECIES

Conifer forest dominated by western larch (Larix
occidentalis) with 20-100% cover. Associated shrub
species: huckleberry (Vaccinium spp.), shiny-leaf
spirea (Spiraea betulifolia), thimbleberry (Rubus
parviflorum), twin flower (Linnaea borealis).
Associated grass and forb species: arnica (Arnica
spp.), pinegrass (Calamagrostis rubescens).

DESCRIPTION

Occurs only in western Montana in moist sites. Generally limited to north, east or northwest aspects.
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
